Individual Transfers to and from the LGPS. 

I  am pleased to attach the latest GAD guidance on Individual Transfers to and from the LGPS. 

The arrangements currently applicable for individual transfers to and from the LGPS are set out in a note issued by the Government Actuary’s Department (GAD) in September 1995, entitled “ New Factors for Individual Transfers from 1st  October 1995 “.  The attached  further note supplements the 1995 note, in order to reflect changes to the LGPS Regulations. 

The purpose of these notes is to provide clarification of the methodology to be adopted for calculation of individual outward transfer values and of service credits to be awarded in respect of individual incoming transfers, taking into account the combined effects of amending regulations in 2001 and 2002.

These notes relate to both club and non-club transfers.
