These Regulations amend the principal Regulations governing Local Government Pension Scheme in Scotland. The main changes revise current wording on auto-enrolment following updated guidance from the Pensions Regulator and allow members the option to transfer scheme AVC’s at retirement to another registered pension scheme. 
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
